A)   You will need Avery 5161 (laser labels) or 8251 (ink jet labels) to print the labels on pages 2 and 3. These labels are 4 inches wide by 1 inch high, 20 to the sheet.
B)   The FREE Adobe Acrobat Reader will NOT allow you to save data in this form. Make sure you have entered ALL your items and PRINT BEFORE YOU CLOSE THE WINDOW!!!
C) The buttons and special notes will not print on your seller sheet or labels.

1) Insert your cursor in the "Seller Number" field at left. Type in the seller number you received from the Auction Chairman.
2) Hit the TAB key to fill in additional fields.
3) Fill in Bag Descriptions for as many items as you will bring to the auction. The labels will be filled in on pages 2 and 3! Write the number of fish on the auction label. NOTE: Auction rules may limit the number of items allowed.

Printing:
1) Click the print button on the page you wish to print. 
2) IMPORTANT: In the print window, turn off the option "Shrink Oversized pages to paper size".
2) Fill in the page range. For the first page, use 1 to 1.
3) Load Avery 5161 or 8251 labels to print labels on page 2 to 3.

Troubleshooting Printing:
+ If labels appear too small, make sure you have turned off the "Shrink Oversized pages to paper size" in the print window in Printing step #2 above.
+ If labels appear cut off, it could be for several reasons. Check to see if there is an option to make the imageable area larger and select it.
	desctips: Description Tips

The following descriptions should be used for sex and breeding status differentiation:

FRY or JUVENILE should be used to describe all fish that have not reached sexual maturity.

UNSEXED is a term used to describe adult fish whose gender cannot be ascertained.

PAIR indicates one known male and one known female of the same species. A Pair is not two fish of the same sex or unknown sex! A Pair is also not two fish that you think are probably one male and one female— you must be sure.

TRIO indicates two known females and one known male of the same species. A REVERSE TRIO indicates one known female and two known males. Any three fish do not make a trio!

POSSIBLE or PROBABLE can be used when you are not absolutely certain of a fish’ sex, but have a very good hunch based on previous experience, size differences or behavioral differences. E.g. Possible Pair, Probable Female, etc. If you have no idea as to the sex, however, it is better to sell it as Unsexed.

MATED PAIR and BREEDING TRIO describe fish that have previously produced viable fry. A pair that produces infertile eggs that never hatch is not a Mated Pair.
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
